WHEREAS the Municipal Finance Corporation is offering a temporary
short-term operating loan to clients who are experiencing cash flow
challenges for the 2020-21 fiscal year due to the impact of COVID-19; and,

WHEREAS in accordance with the policy of the Municipal Finance
Corporation, the Council of the Town of Pictou has deemed it necessary and
expedient to seek approval from the Minister of Municipal Affairs and
Housing to take part in this short-term operating loan program offered by
the Municipal Finance Corporation; and

WHEREAS pursuant to Section 84 of the Municipal Government Act, a
Municipality may borrow to cover the annual current expenditures to an
amount not to exceed fifty per cent of the combined total of the taxes levied
by the Municipality for the previous year and the amounts to be received by
the provincial and federal governments; and

WHEREAS the summary amounts and descriptions of the cash flow impact
of COVID-19 on the Municipality are contained in Schedules ‘A" and 'B' to
support analysis by the Department of Municipal Affairs and Housing and
the Municipality shall provide officials from the Department of Municipal
Affairs and Housing with reports and information deemed necessary to
support this request;

BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED

That subject to the approval of the Minister of Municipal Affairs and
Housing, the Council of the Town of Pictou borrow a sum or sums not
exceeding Thirty-Eight Thousand, Seven Hundred and Ninety Nine Dollars
($38,799) for the purpose set out above; and,

THAT the sum be borrowed for a period not exceeding Thirty-Six (36)
Months from the date of withdrawal from the Municipal Finance
Corporation; and,
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THAT the borrowing will be under the terms and conditions of the
agreement as determined by the Municipal Finance Corporation.
